ALL DELEGATES MUST:

 1.
Maintain a respectful attitude toward peers, facilitators and conference staff.

 2.    Respect the facilities, including maintaining the condition of dormitory rooms and all other areas.  Participants will have to pay for property damage they cause and for lost room keys or towels.

Interact with as many students as possible during the forum.

Be punctual, beginning with your transportation pick-up point!  (Students who miss their scheduled buses, airplanes or trains will have to provide their own transportation to Sacramento.)

Be at designated places at all times.  Attendance at all sessions is mandatory including ALL meals and social functions.

Wake-up call is at 6:30 a.m. and breakfast is served from 
7:00 - 8:00 a.m.

Be in your room each night for lights out at 10:00 p.m.
